Job Training Grants

» Grants to provide environmental skills for resident‘S‘()“f'J
communities affected by brownfields

» Colleges, universities, non-profit training centers, cities
states, among others, are eligible

» Max funding is $200,000

Peanut Mine Cleanup: Crested Butte, CO

« Peanut Mine, Inc. used a $200,000 EPA Brownfigidst to
consolidate and cap miner tailings piles on 16scre

* The Peanut Mine property is now part of world-slas
recreation trail system.

Belmar Redevelopment — Lakewood, CO

An EPA Revolving Loan Fund financed the cleanuarat
underutilized mall in Lakewood, CO, enabling deye&ls to proceed
with the Belmar mixed-use redevelopment.

Current Project Accomplishments:

« Over 2000 jobs created

« Over $500,000,000 leveraged

« 100 acres cleaned
